Ikolo Griffin is an internationally recognized Master of
Ballet committed to sharing his rich expertise through
coaching and community outreach. Griffin began his ballet
training at age 10 with the San Francisco Ballet School. At
18, he became the first student of San Francisco Ballet’s
Dance in Schools program to join the Company. He
danced with the Company for seven years, earning the
Princess Grace Award for dance, before going on to dance
with the Joffrey Ballet as a soloist, the Dance Theatre of
Harlem as a principal, and Smuin Ballet as a principal. He
has been around the world, performing, directing,
choreographing, and teaching dance. Griffin, who
currently resides in San Francisco, now focuses most of
his time on providing individual instruction, coaching
dancers of all ages, and conducting Just Turns workshops
internationally, and around the country.
